Management and administration 

Collective Investment Schemes in Securities (CIS) should be considered as medium to long-term invest-
ments.

The 
collective investment scheme may borrow up to 10% of the market value of the portfolio to bridge 
insufficient liquidity. A schedule of fees, charges and maximum commissions is available on request 
from the Manager. There is no guarantee in respect of capital or returns in a portfolio. A CIS may be 
closed to new investors in order for it to be managed more efficiently in accordance with its mandate. 
CIS prices are calculated on a net asset basis, which is the total value of all the assets in the portfolio 
including any income accruals and less any permissible deductions (brokerage, STT, VAT, auditor’s 
fees, bank charges, trustee and custodian fees and the annual management fee) from the portfolio 
divided by the number of participatory interests (units) in issue.  Forward pricing is used. The Fund's 
Total Expense Ratio (TER) reflects the percentage of the average Net Asset Value (NAV) of the portfo-
lio that was incurred as charges, levies and fees related to the management of the portfolio.  A higher 
TER does not necessarily imply a poor return, nor does a low TER imply a good return.  The current 
TER cannot be regarded as an indication of future TER's.  During the phase in period TER’s do not 
include information gathered over a full year. Transaction Costs (TC) is the percentage of the value of 
the Fund incurred as costs relating to the buying and selling of the Fund’s underlying assets. Transac-
tion costs are a necessary cost in administering the Fund and impacts Fund returns. It should not be 
considered in isolation as returns may be impacted by many other factors over time including market 
returns, the type of Fund, investment decisions of the investment manager and the TER.

Default risk: The risk that the issuers of fixed income instruments (e.g. bonds) may not be able to 
meet interest payments nor repay the money they have borrowed. The issuers credit quality it vital. 
The worse the credit quality, the greater the risk of default and therefore investment loss.  
 

Derivatives risk: The use of derivatives could increase overall risk by magnifying the effect of both 
gains and losses in a Fund. As such, large changes in value and potentially large financial losses could 
result.  
 

Developing Market (excluding SA) risk: Some of the countries invested in may have less developed 
legal, political, economic and/or other systems.
